Welcome back to the start of an exciting new school year. I hope you all had an
enjoyable summer break from school and, despite the weather, managed to get out
and do different things and visit different places.

As you may have already seen, the building work is well advanced with the old toilets
and library already demolished and the foundation laid for the new facilities. The
work will now progress for much of this term and, as I have already informed you,
Coly Class will be taught in the Committee Room of the Village Hall and Yarty Class in
the ICT Suite. Axe Class should remain largely unaffected by the building work.

Though we have taken every care to ensure disruption is kept to the minimum there
will, of course, have to be some changes to our daily routine and certain things may
prove impossible to do in the coming weeks. I am sure you will agree the resulting
improvements to our school will be well worth it and create a better educational
environment for your children.

The purpose of this letter is to inform you of some of the changes we will have to
make.

I have agreed with the contractors that between 8:30am and 9:15am and again
between 3:15am and 3:45pm they will not have deliveries and avoid undue movement
on site. The work area will be fenced off but to help with safety it is very important
everyone uses the church pathway as our entrance and exit and not use the roadway
leading up to the school. Your compliance is very important and parents will need to
wait in the playground rather than in the roadway when collecting your children. As
Coly Class will be in the Village Hall it would be better if these children were taken
straight there in the morning and collected from there at the end of the day. There
will be a member of staff in the hall from 8:45am each day. If you need to drop off
your child/children earlier it is very important you speak to me so arrangements can
be made. Mrs Harding will still be operating from her office and entrance is by the
steps from the church path. If the weather is wet at the start of the day please
take your children straight to their classrooms.
